Boyer Children’s Clinic con-
tinues to work to achieve 
its vision that each child in 

the Greater Seattle area will have the 
opportunity to reach his or her full 
developmental potential.  In 2009, 
we faced unprecedented 
challenges but with strong 
leadership and the support 
of members of the commu-
nity, we continue to thrive 
and expand. 

On May 26, 2009, 
Boyer and the early 
intervention community 
lost a great champion and 
leader, Judi Moore, Boyer’s 
Executive Director for the 
previous 30 years. 
We were shocked 
and saddened 
with her loss, but 
were able to move 
forward. Following 
her well-conceived 
succession plan, 
the Boyer Board of 
Directors appointed 
Michael K. Stewart 
as Executive Director in July, 2009.

A key to our success over this 
period was the strong focus that staff, 
Board, and friends of the agency 
hold on our mission: to improve 
the quality of life of children with 
neuromuscular disorders or other 
developmental delays by providing 
the best solutions for each child 
and family. We are energized when, 

from time to time, we are reminded 
of the profound and lasting impact 
this mission has on the lives of the 
children and families we serve.

Recently, we heard from Darcy 
Goodman and Thomas Leavitt, 

proud parents of Alex Leavitt, a 
former Boyer client (1988-89), 
who graduated this June from the 
University of Puget Sound with a 
Bachelor of Arts in History and a 
minor in Politics and Government. 
Darcy and Tom wanted us to share 
their son’s inspiring story with the 
Boyer community to provide hope 
for families with a child that has 

neuromuscular or developmental 
delays.

Alex was born with severe 
hypotonia and other neurologically-
based conditions, with the possibility 
of never being able to walk or talk. 

To this day, he has very little fine-
motor control and is challenged 
with visual acuity and verbally 
articulating concepts. Darcy and 
Tom wrote that “beginning with 
Boyer, and continuing for the next 
20 years,” Alex had “been assisted, 
nurtured, often cajoled,” and 
educated by “enormously talented 

and dedicated 
people.”

Darcy and Tom 
acknowledge that 
those who worked 
with their son 
helped to develop 
“a person with a 
very positive self-
image.” With this 
instilled confidence, 
Alex followed 
his passions and 

managed school sports teams, joined 
Habitat for Humanity and other 
political causes, and even joined the 
college water polo team, in spite of 
the fact that he was unable to swim 
or hit a ball. Now Alex will be an 
influence to others, making the 
“journey of some other challenged 
kid just that much easier.” Darcy and 
Tom are justly proud of their son’s 
accomplishments.

volunteer time in our programs and administrative 
offices. 

n	 Boyer’s monthly enrollment averaged nearly 300 
families receiving services each month, another 
historically high number.

For 67 years, Boyer Children’s Clinic has maintained 
a commitment to helping children with developmental 
delays receive the education, therapy, and support they 
need so that they can live full lives and achieve their goals 
and aspirations. Through the steadfastness of all Boyer’s 
key supporters, we were able to meet the challenges of 
2009 and successfully move forward. 

We are always happy to hear from alumni like Alex 
– each story inspires us to work harder and continue to 
impact the lives of hundreds of children, as we did last 
year:

n	 In 2009, we served over 700 children. This is a record 
amount, 25% higher than in 2007, and 53% higher 
than in 2006. We have seen significant increases in 
the number of children being served for the last 
several years and know that there are still untapped 
areas of great need in the Seattle area, particularly in 
the south end.  

n	 Parents and friends continued to be active 
participants at Boyer, providing 7,572 hours of 
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Core Value Statements

1) 	 Promote independence and physical, cognitive, behavioral, 
communication, emotional and social growth in children.

2) 	 Honor each family’s unique strengths and challenges.

Mission Statement
Boyer Children’s Clinic improves 
the quality of life of children with 
neuromuscular disorders or other 

developmental delays by providing the best 
solutions for each child and family.

Vision
Each child in the Greater Seattle area 
will have the opportunity to reach his/
her full developmental potential, and 
each family will have the skills and 

support to parent its child.
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Therapy Services - Boyer’s therapy services include 
Speech and Language Therapy, Physical Therapy and 
Occupational Therapy. More than three-quarters of Boyer’s 
therapists are Master’s level or higher professionals, and all are 
trained and experienced in assessing each child’s particular 
strengths and needs and delivering the most effective 
treatments. Boyer’s physical and occupational therapists follow 
the guidelines of Neuro-Developmental Treatment, Sensory 
Integration and other therapy techniques to help children 
learn to explore and interact with their environment. Speech 
and Language Pathologists work with families to support the 
early cognitive skills that will lead to language development, 
sound production, and receptive and expressive language. 
When needed both SLP and OT/PT professionals can deliver 
specialized treatment to improve oral motor function and 
feeding skills. Therapy services can be delivered in a child’s 
home, at a community daycare or preschool, or at Boyer, 
either in one-on-one therapy sessions, during a preschool 
class, or in another small group setting. Therapists work 
with each family member to teach parents and caregivers 
techniques to help their children at home. In 2009, Boyer’s 
therapists provided 9,803 hours of physical, occupational, and 
speech-language therapy.

Early Childhood Special Education Classes 
– Special Education Preschool classes at Boyer are designed 
to encourage each child’s strengths and promote cognitive, 
play, social, self-help, communication, and fine and gross 
motor skills. Children with and without development delays 
attend the twice-weekly classes. Curricula are tailored to 
the needs of the children in each group, engage children 
in the exploration of selected themes, and involve parents 
and therapists working with individual children on specific 
goals. A typical day includes structured play, sensory play or 
art activity, music/circle time, snack, gross motor play, and 
free play or story time. Boyer special educators work with 
children in on-site classrooms and gym, or can go to a child’s 
home, daycare, or community preschool. Special educators 
can also consult with community program staff to support 
a child’s special needs. In 2009, Boyer provided 8,708 hours 
of early childhood education, delivered to special education 
eligible students and typically developing peers in classrooms, 
and 1,486 hours of individualized special education services 
delivered at home or in the community by Boyer special 
educators.

Family Services – When an infant or young child 
is facing a developmental disability or delay, their parents, 
caregivers and siblings need access to focused and specialized 
avenues of support. At Boyer, family support services are 
provided by our medical staff, social workers, and family 
resource coordinators (FRCs). Each program team includes 

an FRC who can answer questions about scheduling, process, 
funding, and community resources. Boyer’s two professional 
social workers sometime take the FRC role for specific 
families, or work with the parent/caregiver population by 
organizing individual and group parent counseling, parent 
discussion groups, and guest speakers. Other activities are 
planned based on parent request. As with all Boyer services, 
family support can be delivered at the Boyer clinic, at the 
child’s home, or at community locations. In 2009, Boyer 
provided 8,510 hours of family support services, including 
family resources coordination and social work.

Medical Supervision – Boyer was founded by a 
group of volunteers that included local medical professionals. 
Today we continue to offer medical services to our clients, 
including a comprehensive medical evaluation for each 
child, and nursing services that handle the intake process 
and also offer family support throughout their time at Boyer. 
Evaluations with our Medical Director offer families a unique 
opportunity for an in-depth meeting with a developmental 
pediatrician and the child’s team to address their concerns 
regarding their child’s specific developmental delays and 
issues. During 2009, Boyer provided 143 comprehensive 
medical evaluations and reviews.

Infant Mental Health – Boyer began offering Infant 
Mental Health (IMH) services in 2008, to provide additional, 
targeted support for families struggling with issues beyond 
those related to their child’s disabilities or delays. The IMH 
Program provides psychotherapy services to families who 
have been identified as having issues that can be addressed 
in this setting. Typically, referrals are made when a family has 
difficulty bonding or with the child’s oppositional behavior.

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Boyer’s IMH certified Social Worker meets weekly with 
families to help them identify and reject harmful patterns and 
develop a family dynamic that is safer and more nurturing for 
everyone.

Special Groups - Children who share specific 
challenges or diagnoses can benefit from Boyer’s focused 
small group activities. A vision group provides a controlled 
environment in which children with a wide variety of vision 
challenges to improve their functional vision. Some children 
on the autism spectrum benefit from intensive educational 
and therapy services in a highly supported group. For 
children with delayed speech and language skills, speech 
group offers opportunities to focus on improving their 
ability to communicate with their caregivers and peers.  

Research - In the Resources section of Boyer’s website 
(http://www.boyercc.org/resources.html), Boyer staff 
summarize recent research and clinical opinions on a variety 
of topics of interest to families of children with special needs 
and other professionals in the field of early intervention. These 
research summaries are just one of the ways Boyer Children’s 
Clinic demonstrates a commitment to providing children with 
services grounded in excellent, evidence-based practices. 

Infant and Early Childhood Conference 
(IECC) - The 2009 statewide Infant and Early Childhood 
Conference took place at the Greater Tacoma Convention 
Center.  The IECC had 1204 attendees, including presenters, 
exhibitors, and guests. Audience members included parents, 
special educators, paraprofessionals, service providers in 
developmental and neuro-developmental centers, Head 
Start and Early Head Start staff, agency administrators, case 
managers, health care professionals, child care providers, 
and others interested in young children with special needs. 
Several Preconference sessions offered an array of intensive, 
often advanced, full-day training sessions. The conference also 
included workshops, extensive exhibits and keynote speakers 
Professor Douglas H. Clements, Ph.D., author and speaker 
Curtis Zimmerman and Director of the Department of Early 
Learning (DEL) Dr. Betty Hyde.

Community Partnerships
Boyer Children’s Clinic is strengthened through 
partnerships with other organizations and businesses, 
locally and nationwide.

United Way of King County provides critical 
financial, volunteer and training support to Boyer 
to meet our mission, and we support United Way of 
King County to reach its priority of fostering school 
readiness for young children.  In 2009, United Way of 
King County contributed over $155,000 to Boyer for 
our work in their Priority Area of school readiness. 

Social Venture Partners Seattle 
provided tremendous support to Boyer Children’s 
Clinic in 2009 by providing resources and expertise 
to help us address a variety of short and long-term 
solutions for our executive transition, board leadership, 
program design, information technology, marketing and 
fundraising.

Cascade DAFO, Inc. and Boyer Children’s Clinic 
work together to provide children with mobility 
challenges with effective, high-quality supports 
including braces, orthotics and related products.

Council for Children & Families 
continued to build Boyer’s capacity for preventing 
child abuse and neglect in 2009 through an expansion 
of Boyer’s Infant Mental Health services, which help 
caregivers of children with special needs to increase 
their nurturing behavior to improve attachment with 
their child and to support their child’s social-emotional 
development.

The Early Childhood Development 
Association of Washington (ECDAW), 
of which Boyer is a founding member, provides 
communication, education and dissemination of 
information concerning early childhood development, 
supports existing early childhood programs, and fosters 
development of new programs.  

Infant and Early Childhood 
Conference provides training and networking 
opportunities for hundreds of early intervention 
providers from across the state of Washington.  

Hopelink, an Eastside agency offering an array 
of services to low-income families, helps coordinate 
interpreter and transportation services for families 
attending Boyer.
